They know that they have been created in Godôs 

image and He has crowned them with tremendous hon-

or.  They can honestly say, ñThank you, Father, for cre-

ating me the way You did.  I know you have a purpose 

and plan for me, and Iôd rather be me than any other per-

son on earth.  You said you have good things in store for 

me and I canôt wait to discover them.ò 

     God wants you to feel good about yourself.  He 

knows youôre not perfect, that you have faults, weak-

nesses and you sometimes make mistakes.  But God 

loves you anyway. 

     God believes in you even more than you believe in 

yourself.  Sometimes we can sense God telling us that 

He has something big for us to do.  But we say, ñOh, 

God, I canôt do that.  Iôm just a nobody.  I donôt have 

what it takes.ò 

     Thatôs how a fellow named Gideon responded in Bi-

ble times.  When the angel told Gideon how God wanted 

him to save the people of Israel from the Midianites, he 

replied, ñHow do you expect me to save the people of 

Israel?  I come from a poor family and I am the least one 

in my fatherôs house.ò 

     It is interesting to note the difference between the 

way Gideon saw himself and the way God regarded him. 

Gideon felt unqualified, full of fear, and lacking in con-

fidence, God called him a mighty man of courage.  Gid-

eon felt weak; God saw him as strong.  Gideon felt un-

qualified; God saw him as competent to do the job.

Gideon felt insecure; God saw him with enough confi-

dence and boldness to lead His people into battle and 

come out with the victory.  And Gideon did! 

     God sees you as a champion, too.  You may not see 

yourself that way, but that doesnôt change Godôs image 

of you one bit.  God still sees you exactly as His Word 

describes you.  You may feel unqualified, insecure, or 

overwhelmed by life; you may feel weak, fearful, and 

insignificant, but today dare to start seeing yourself as 

God sees you - as a victor!
